THE PURPOSE OF STYLISTICS

One may ask, how did stylistics come into existence? And what is the
relation between stylistics and linguistics? Stylistics, as an academic field,
is an invention of the twentieth-century. However, its origins are traced
back to the era where the concentration was made on the oral expressions,
the era of Aristotle’s Rhetoric. (Norgaard, Busse, and Montoro 2010.). In the
twentieth-century, Stylistics began in 1966 when Roger Fowler published
a book he edited, called Essays on Style and Language. Stylistics, at that
time, was viewed as a logical stretching of New Criticism focusing on the
text, but it was against the New Criticism school in that it desires precise
and efficient treatment of language in texts. However, Stylistics was also
influenced by Czech Structuralism. They fulfilled magnificent works in the
linguistic analysis of poetry. So, it was guided by these two movements
and their works. The stylistic work, at that time, was mostly dedicated to
poetry, and stylistic focused on the phonetic and grammatical structures.
The results of the works made by the stylistic at that time was applied to
poetry easily. Stylistics was formalistically orientated and still depends on
the linguistic work. In the late 1970’s and early 1980’s there was a desire
to establish stylistic techniques that are to be applied to novels. The de-
sire was synchronized with the growing of linguists’ interest in textuality in
opposite to sentential structures. Novel and drama stylistic analyses are
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now well-established. The interest in drama was due to the evolution in
stylistics through the last years. The linguistic techniques conquered the
analysis of conversational interaction and the two main field of interest
are discourse analysis and pragmatics. (Coyle et al 1990, 1085). Stylistics ex-
amines the creativity in the use of language. It enhances the way we think
about language and its uses. Thus, the stylistic process, examining the cre-
ativity of language use, develops our understanding of literature. (Simp-
son 2004.3) The purpose of stylistics is to connect linguistic analysis with
literary criticism. This can be done by expanding the literary intuitiveness
of linguists and by expanding the linguistic observation and knowledge of
critics. Thus, the linguists’ attention will be focused on how the literary text
represents the language system. The critics will also consider the underly-
ing significance of the text.

LINKS BETWEEN SELF-EFFICACY, MEANING OF LIFE, AND STATE
ANXIETY WITHCOPING DURING THE GLOBAL STRESS®

The global events happening during the last two years importantly
worsened individuals’ emotional states,including increased anxiety.Glob-
al stressors such as Pandemics and the war in Ukraine greatly influenced
individuals’ physical and mental health. They affect feelings of safety and
stability.Even though the war does not occur in Georgia’s territory, it trig-
gers previous war-related trauma and affects the population’s sense of

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well-being. The study also explores howanxiety and coping are related to
self-efficacy and the meaning of life. This study aims to collect data about
pandemic-related and war-related worry and anxiety and coping among
adults in Georgia.

254 individuals participated in the study with a quantitative design
and convenience sampling. the data was carried out via an electronic sur-
vey.41%of participants were male,and 59% were female. State anxiety in-
ventory, generalized self-efficacy scale, ways of coping scale, and the mean-
ing in life questionnaires were used as measures. The worry about global
stress was measured via the COVID-19 and the worry about the Ukraine
crisis scale. The correlation and regression analyses were performed to
identify notable links among the variables.

According to the results of statistical analysis, participants were much
more worried about the war in Ukraine, than the COVID-19 pandemics. More
than 50%of participants mark, that theyare worried about their future, and
the war has fluence on their everyday lives, emotions, and motivations.
Participants have a high level of self-efficacy and meaning in life. Overall,
anxiety was negatively linked with self-efficacy, problem-focused coping,
and meaning in life. It's positively related to pandemic-related, war-related
worry, and emotional coping. Self-efficacy and meaning in life, with war-re-
lated worry, are predictedby problem-focused coping.

The research findings highlighted the protective role of self-efficacy
and meaning in life against anxiety and their potential in promoting ratio-
nal coping during global stress.

WITH PSYCHOLOGICAL DISORDERS *

The growing interest in mental health throughout last decades, which
became more apparent in the 21st century, revealed many problematic is-
sues that require special attention of professionals working with individu-
als with mental illness, and self-stigma is among them. As the numbers of
people with mental disorders increase worldwide, they are the ones who
suffer the most from self-stigma. The research aims to study study self-stig-
ma in Georgian population, to determine the links between self-stigma and
well-being indicators, specifically, the levels of self-efficacy, meaning in
life, mental well-being, and satisfaction with life, among individuals with
psychological disorders. Additionally the research also aims to determine
the importance of various demographic date (age, sex, education, employ-
ment, marital status) in relation to self-stigma.

The research is quantitative, using survey method. The levels of
self-stigma and well-being indicators are measured by self-stigma scale,
self-efficacy scale, mental well-being scale, meaning in life questionnaire,
and satisfaction with life scale. The results are statistically analyzed and
correlation and regression analyses are performed to determine the links
among variables.

According to the preliminary results, negative links have been found
between the level of self-stigma and the levels of three well-being indica-
tors except for one, namely, searching for the meaning in life. Furthermore,
self-efficacy and meaning in life negatively predicted self-stigma.

The findings generate further research interest, identify the effect of

of interventions. The results will also increase awareness on mental health
needs in Georgian society and may contribute to the global data.

In. Constantine gamsaghurdia’s journalism, many letters and essays are
dedicated to georgian literary and speaking languages. The letters written
in the 20th century, years 30-40: “for literary georgian”, “how do i write?”,
“Again, for literary georgian”, “let's march for the purity of the georgian
language”, “lexicological remarks” - are analytical, in which the writer does
scientific research about the creation and development of the georgian
language. The writer's theoretical thoughts about the georgian literary
language are still relevant to this day. The artistic language of constantine
gamsaghurdia and his battles for the purity of the georgian language has
often become the subject for debate. Constantine gamsaghurdia paid
special attention to the traditions and the culture of the language. He
took care of and protected his native language. He believed it was his duty
to think and work for this cause. After all, the “key” to the nation is the
language. Gamsaghurdias battles for the georgian language is completely
understandable. The explanation of this is given to us by the great writer
himself: “The more you think about this strange phenomenon, you become
more sure of the fact that even the life of a human is too short to learn
about the great and old traditions.”

In the cycle of the letters dedicated to the georgian literary language,
the author pays special attention to the relationship of the language and
the national state. Gamsaghurdia believes that a nation, which does not
have a national state can not fulfill the “great cultural-historical mission”.

Constantine gamsaqhurdias letters about the georgian literary language
are important not just for linguistics, but also for the history of georgian
literature.

HOMONYMY - QUALIFICATION CRITERIA AND METHODS
FOR DISTINCTION OF HOMONYMS AND POLYSEMES

Scientific literature regarding homonymy characterizes homonymy in-
consistently. Some authors consider homonyms as lexical items or gener-
ally language units, others pay attention to pronunciation or even to the
spelling. Hence it is unclear:

4 What type of language units should be qualified as homonyms;

4 When evaluating language unit should only pronunciation be con-

sidered or spelling as well;

s+ How should one determine distinctiveness or different origin of

meanings.

The absence of consensus causes methodological problems not only
regarding to qualification of homonyms, but also of polysemes. If there
is no method to distinguish individual meanings from the variants of one
meaning, homonyms and polysemes cannot be distinguished either. There-
fore if there are not answers for aforementioned questions, study of any
homonym feature will not be valid.

In this paper we examine opinions, theories, methods regarding hom-
onymy and propose our perspective on which linguistic units should be
qualified as homonyms and how homonyms and polysemes should be dif-
ferentiated.

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BRINGING LESSON OUTCOMES TO LIFE

Lesson outcomes are measurable, observable and specific statements
that clearly indicate what a student should know and can do after finishing
the lesson. Lesson outcome should concentrate on the intended learning.
Prevailing outcome of an English lesson ought to be language learner’s
learning language or skills which they can transfer to other topics, authen-
tic situations and genres. The aim of English lessons is to guide linguistic,
cognitive and effective change in students.

In English lessons there are three main types of outcomes: language
outcomes which includes vocabulary, grammar and function; skills out-
comes which consist of reading, viewing, writing, representing, listening,
speaking; and life skills that comprise rapport, empathy, social and emo-
tional intelligence, etc.

Lesson outcomes are beneficial for teachers and students, because the
process of deciding what will be taught in a class allows the teacher to set
clear purpose and enables a predictive focus on student learning; writ-
ing learning outcomes for each lesson allows learning to be staged and
sequenced; explicitly articulating lesson outcomes let teachers assess in-
tended learning of each lesson more precisely; clear learning outcomes en-
able internal coherence in a lesson and drives it successfully; having spe-
cific lesson outcomes planned doesn’t prevent teachers from being flexible
and creative in their teaching.

Identifying and writing specific learning outcomes help teachers to make
backward planning, which means to start with your ultimate objective, your
end goal and then work backward from there to develop your plan. Lesson
outcomes must be shared with students by; acronym-WALT (We Are Learning
to), KWL chart (What a student knows; Wants to know; has Learned). Students
can be involved in the process of assessment of lesson outcomes through
ongoing dialogue with the teachers and discussions with each other so that
they are able to share, compare and combine their ideas.
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In conclusion, lesson outcomes are fundamental to lesson planning
and effective language teaching and learning, to optimize the use of lesson
outcomes we need to share these outcomes with our students, activate
students’ prior knowledge about the topic of outcomes and involve stu-
dents in the assessment of the outcomes.

LOSS AND GAIN IN T. S. ELIOT'S GEORGIAN TRANSLATIONS

MANANA MATIASHVILI

The work deals with one of the most interesting problems in practice of
translation that needs theoretical basis to obtain, - that's the problem of
gain (addition/insertion) and loss (subtraction). The problem was first set
out in 2005 in our dissertation thesis about specifics of translating mod-
ernist poetry and the Georgian translations of T.S. Eliot's four set of poems
were analyzed. As there has already been mentioned in my PHD thesis,
after detailed comparison of the ST and TT there have been allocated the
structures in TT that differ from appropriate ones in ST. There are two types
of differences: either inadequate and therefore unacceptable, or logically
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implicit (this is a term, attributed in my work, to a systematic use of ad-
ditions, or insertions in the process of transformation the research has
revealed in TT.)

The main point of this research is concentrated on Gain that is repre-

sented in TT through Logically Implicit Insertions (LI). LIl are further clas-
sified in 3 groups: Implicit by Context, Explanatory LIl and Synonymous LII.
These insertions take responsibility of the enrichment or clarification of
the source language text in the process of translation, that is exactly what
Susan Bassnett, one of the modern theorists of translation, defined in 2006
as a function of Gain.

Thus, our contribution in the theoretical elaboration of above-men-
tioned problem of translation is further investigation in the depths of se-
mantics and hermeneutics of the term Gain. As for the term Loss, defining,
as the disappearance of certain features in the TT, is not the point of our
work at present though it really needs to be elaborated theoretically clar-
ifying the mechanisms of its functioning as that of one of the translator’s
procedures.

While discussing Loss and Gain as theoretical problem, it must be men-
tioned that there has never done any research in modern Georgian trans-
lation studies about this problem, so given work is of a certain theoretical
value and actuality.

As for practical part of the research, it can be concluded, that in the
Georgian translations of T. S. Eliot’s four most famous set of poems, among
three types of transformations, LIl by Context as a gain, mostly occur. This
type of changes in TT bear the brand of adequacy, as they appear to be
contextual and functional substitutes of the appropriate structures of ST.

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THE REPRESSIONS OF 1937 AND THE SHOT
OF THE INTELLIGENTSIA

The harmful face of Russia as a totalitarian state in the Georgian liter-
ary space is discussed in many works. As is well known, the largest wave of
repression began in the Soviet Union in the 1930s, which reached its peak
in 1936-1938. Clearly, “repression”, “terror”, “traitor of the nation”, “son of
the enemy” and others. They were the usual working terms of domestic
politics of the early Soviet period, however, in the 1930s they acquired a
different load and scale. They were especially hostile to the sensible intel-
ligentsia, which protested against the unjust, unjust status of the people
living in the USSR.

In fact, the beginning of the conversation about the Soviet repressions
of the 1930s as a collective trauma was conditioned by the appearance of a
new generation in the literary arena in the 1960s - the “Sixties” / “Skyscrap-
ers”. Their appearance on the literary scene after the Stalinist period. Co-
incided with the period of “warming” (“ottepel”). Revaz Inanishvili, whose
two stories we are going to discuss, belonged to the 60s. The first novel is
“Little Boy on Golgotha”, the second - “Lara”

Revaz Inanishvili was directly affected by the Stalinist repressions. He
was eleven years old when his father was arrested; This tragedy has left
a deep imprint on his life. The novel “Little Boy on Golgotha” is autobi-
ographical and at the same time historical, because in it the writer tells the
real stories of the most difficult period of our country - the 1930s. From the
title, the reader realizes what a great pain it is to talk about in this small
form of skillfully written autobiographical novel. Indeed, Golgotha went
through not only the protagonist of this work, the “little boy”, but also all
the children whose families were affected by the repressions of the 1930s.

The story “Little Boy on Golgotha” is very emotional; In it, many similar
stories are clearly read beyond the tragedy of one Georgian family; It is
clear that the Inanishvili family, unfortunately, was no exception; That the
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scale of the repressions (and its ensuing tragedies) was quite voluminous.
Revaz Inanishvili, in a way, is a generalized face of all those children who
have lost their parents, who have borne the burden of the repressions of
the years of great terror with small shoulders.

The plot axis of Revaz Inanishvili's story - “Lara” - is built on the antin-
omy of evil and goodness, which also reveals the problem of repression in
the thirties. The protagonists of the work, father-son, form an antinomy in
which one (father) - the cruelty of a totalitarian state, and the other (son)
- despite the biological kinship, a radically different, free-thinking, noble
man.

Although Revaz Inanishvili himself was from a repressed family, he did
not even think of paying “revenge” for the butcher’s children and present-
ing them in a negative context. On the contrary, Lara and Julien are repre-
sented in the story as educated and noble people. They are aware of the
sins committed by their ancestor;

Both stories are written with the great pain of a writer. It should be not-
ed that when we talk about Rezo Inanishvili's work, we can not ignore the
genre accuracy (we mean the novel genre) and one of its notable features
- the sharp end.

PSYCHOTHERAPEUTIC RESEARCHES IN GEORGIA

MAIA KALANDARISHVILI

RESEARCH OBJECTIVES:

The objectives of the presented research are:

1) Identification of the psychological factors determining an effective
psycho-therapeutic treatment from the position of both the therapist and
the client attitudes

2) Quantitative and qualitative assessment of the importance of the
identified factors

3) Comparison of the therapist and the client attitudes regarding fac-
tors determining an effective psycho-therapeutic treatment for optimiza-
tion of the therapeutic process between a therapist and a client

4) Comparison of American and Georgian populations according to the
mentioned goals. Identification of similarities and differences between
them

RESEARCH METHOD:

To conduct the present research, we used four questionnaires devel-
oped by us.

Each factor rated on a 5-point scale (from - 2 to + 2) of how important
the study participants considered any of the psychotherapist or the client
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psychological characteristics for the success of the therapy process (e.g.
psychotherapist’s ability to listen, psychotherapist’'s empathy, ability to set
goals and work toward achieving them, education level, client’s attitude
toward the therapy process, etc.)

A total of 331 test subjects participated in the study.

RESULTS AND CONCLUSIONS:

1. A questionnaire developed in the first phase of the study, which exam-
ines the attitudes of the participants of the psycho-therapeutic process (both
therapists and clients) is identifying and evaluating effective psycho-thera-
peutic treatment factors. The developed questionnaire is characterized by a
high statistical reliability.(Chronbach’s alpha = 0.850, F = 59.4 P = 0.000 )

2. According to the degree of importance in the effective management
of the psycho-therapeutic process, 6 groups of factors were identified: from
particularly and very important factors (trust in the psychotherapist, client
involvement in the therapy process ...) to insignificant factors (sex and age
of the psychotherapist)

3. Significant differences were identified between the attitudes of ther-
apists and clients groups, while there are no large differences between in-
dividual therapist and client groups and their respective control groups.
This result gives us reason to conclude that presently more strong and
similar attitudes are formed within the professional (psychotherapist,
psych-consultant) and nonprofessional (clients,non-clients) groups about
the effectiveness of the psycho-therapeutic process than between the psy-
chotherapist-client groups

4. Significant differences were identified between the the American and
Georgian populations. Flexibility of the psychotherapist in the process of
psycho-therapeutic treatment and the professional knowledge of psycho-
therapists and their awareness of modern trends were considered more
important by Georgian professionals, than their American counterparts.

LABOR MIGRATION IN EU FOR THIRD-COUNTRY NATIONALS

Unemployment can undoubtedly represent a biographical crisis in life
and be extremely painful for the subjective experience, but it does not lead
to a loss of the right of residence or to illegalization. as well does not have
to be employed first in order to acquire citizenship. In the case of asylum
and refugee migrants, however, gainful employment takes on precisely that
existential value. Under the conditions of asylum and refugee migration,
life chances are linked to gainful employment in a very specific way. Max
Weber's concept of life chance wins here a meaning that is decisive for life
(for surviving). Therefore, at first glance, the most recent announcements
by the economy seem like a silver lining on the horizon, as they point to a
change in the way refugees are dealt with in the labor market in view of the
increasing number of refugees push. It was only in 2015 that the German
economy asked the federal and state governments to make it significantly
easier for refugees to access the labor market.

The chances of regular employment are limited. Asylum migrants and
even recognized refugees usually have no access to the primary sector
of highly qualified and sustainable work, even if they have the necessary
qualifications. In addition to the restrictions of the labor market, there are
professional legal hurdles and the difficulty of having an educational ti-
tle recognized. Comparatively good chances of an employment subject to
social security contributions exist in the hotel and catering trade, in the
cleaning trade and occasionally in the construction trade.

Refugee migrants who are not granted a right to asylum or who have
to avoid the period of the ban on working often only find jobs in irregular
markets. This (ir-)regular market offers many migrants an opportunity for
economic participation, although many of them often only find access to
the labor market in this segment. Employers also prefer to use migrants in
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the field of care work, however, the majority of these employment relation-
ships are extremely questionable from a socio-political perspective.

The professional fields learned in the country of origin usually remain
blocked. In the case of taking up work, the connection between qualifica-
tion and field of employment is weak or no employment appropriate to the
qualification is achieved. Refugee migrants usually have middle to higher
educational qualifications.

The above-mentioned study by the Robert Bosch Stiftung’s council of
experts provides a helpful overview of qualitative and quantitative studies
on the labor market. She comes to the conclusion that refugee migrants
are mostly in precarious living and working situations. The extremely dif-
ficult situation on the labor market can undoubtedly be traced back to
a large number of discriminatory practices (temporary labor market ban,
national primacy and global labor market test).

However in recent years there has been evidence of an opening in the
labor market to the group of asylum seekers and those with a toleration
status. Some changes are more recent, so there is no indication of how
these changes will actually affect the labor market participation of refu-
gees. Although the living conditions of people who are in the context of
asylum are characterized by a high degree of restrictions, far-reaching
changes have taken place with regard to access to the labor market.

In recent decades, the EU has promoted the Common European Asylum
System (CEAS) with various instruments. With the EU Admissions Directive,
which became binding EU law in the context of the Amsterdam Treaties and
the Tampere decisions, minimum standards were anchored, which among
other things affected access third-country nationals to the labor market.

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TRAVEL MOTIVATIONS OF EDUCATIONAL TOURISTS ARRIVING

The desire to visit unknown places pushes people to travel to new des-
tinations and motivates them to visit new attractions. Knowledge of travel
behavior can facilitate marketing and product planning and development,
which can increase the number of travel products and visitors. Tourists
attach more importance to new ways of exploring different tourist destina-
tions. Therefore, learning opportunities increase significantly. Consequent-
ly, the motivations that influence travelers to make decisions change.

Over the years, researchers have empirically studied the determinants
of travel motivation and taken into account the diverse approaches and
perspectives of travel motivation. The dynamic nature of travel motivation
has led to a wide range of research in this area. In order for the tourism
industry to maintain or improve the status quo, it depends on the decisions
made by tourists that are reflected in travel behavior.

The aim of the paper was to identify the motivational factors that de-
termine the decisions of those who want to study abroad through qual-
itative and quantitative research. According to the existing researches,
significant motivations were identified and a survey was conducted within
international students who come to Georgia to study at accredited higher
educational institutions. The research revealed that for international stu-
dents, arriving in Georgia, at this stage receiving education is mainly inter-
esting in the field of medicine. Educational tourists choose Georgia for the
following main reasons: security and political stability, the cost of learning
and living, quality and duration of study.

This research provides evidence that is consistent with the existing lit-
erature on the motivations of international students since the motivational
factors identified in the research are ideologically similar to existing re-
search. Students travel outside of their own country, which is a unique op-
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portunity to learn about other nationalities in a multicultural atmosphere.
In addition to the widely recognized benefits of travel, educational travel
enhances the skills that are especially developed as a result of this activity.
The results of the study will be interesting for individuals or organizations
working in the field of education and tourism.

TRANSFORMATION OF LOGISTICS

Digitization is one of the most important tools for survival in the new
world. Today, business is moving from global digitalization to global ad-
aptation. Business will have to solve the technical issues (hardware, com-
ponents, software); develop new and replace existing IT services, enhance
physical, economic, organizational, personnel, information, legal security.
At the same time, it is necessary to maintain the profitability level and vol-
ume of sales, against the background of changes in consumption patterns.
For this we may have to search for new markets and of course, it is neces-
sary to meet the requirements of constantly updated legislation. We can
not go back to the Stone Age,thus, all the latest technology will be relevant.

Logistics differs from other fields in that it understands what kind of
digital future awaits it in 3-5 years. Another sphere of digital logistics is
the emergence of international freight forwarders who can quickly create a
route and calculate its cost.

For example - Ryan Peterson and his company Flexport. He invited

ly developing and undergoing digital transformation. Representatives and
experts of leading international companies share their opinions on glob-
al trends in the logistics services market. What is digitalization. The term
comes from the English word digitalization, which is literally translated as

ital transformation”, or “digitization”. However, it has not yet received a
stable phonetic meaning - you can often hear or see the term “digitization”,
which is closer to the original English expression. Currently, it has several
meanings: the first one is direct and refers to a digital translation from an
analog format. Below we will talk about another one.

“Converting information into digital format. Digital conversion of infor-
mation encoded in discrete signal pulses is widely used in modern com-
munication systems. In the United States, digitalization is considered as
the path to the informational society, further globalization and transna-
tionalism of information communications throughout the planet.

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OPPORTUNITIES FOR ECOTOURISM DEVELOPMENT
IN KVEMO KARTLI

The paper is an integral part of the winning project in the internal grant
projects competition of Thilisi Humanitarian Teaching University — Barriers
for the development of tourism business in Georgia and the ways to reduce
them (case of Kvemo Kartli).

The development of tourism, despite the current downturn in the
world, shows a steady increase in tourism demand. For many developing
countries tourism is one of the main sources of income, creating and gen-
erating much needed employment opportunities for socio-economic de-
velopment. Within tourism is the new trend known as ecotourism whose
main aim is to minimize the negative aspects of tourism on the host coun-
try. Ecotourism is sustainable tourism segment, which includes relatively
quiet natural landscapes of inspection including the protected areas.

In the international tourism market typical tour operators are search-
ing for new products, new countries in order to diversify their tourism
packages. This is a strategy to keep clients on board as well as to attract
new ones.

In 2021, for the first time in the history of Georgia, 4 protected areas:
Kolkheti and Mtirala National Parks, Kobuleti and Kintrishi Protected Areas,
as unique Colchic Forests and Wetlands, were inscribed on UNESCO World
Natural Heritage List, holding a dignified place along with Amazon rain-
forest, Mount Etna, the Swiss Alps, the Grand Canyon, and the Yellowstone
National Park.

In Kvemo Kartli protected areas cover 2,2% of the region. It is notewor-
thy that Gardabani Managed Reserve (3484 ha) and Algeti National Park
(6822 ha) occupy 1,57% of the territory of the region, having recreational
and resort and soil protection importance.

Eco-tourism trends, such as pedestrian, horse-riding and cultural tours,
are currently being developed in the protected area. The National Park has
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quite high potential for ecotourism (hiking, horse riding, photo and video
recording, bird watching, ecological and botanical tours). The named tour-
ist resources are quite good enough for Kvemo Kartli to become an active
tourist region for both international and domestic tourist visits.

The study of the ecological complexes and rare relief forms revealed
the objects, which can be formed as protected areas and consequently,
become an active ecotourism objects. In our view, such objects in Kve-
mo Kartli region can be: Individual cliffy systems of various hypsometric
heights and originations, in particular mountain ridges, e.g. Birtvisi, etc.
And Gorges in Kvemo Kartli: the canyons of the Rivers Khrami (near Samsh-
vilde), Chivchavi and Karabulakhi.

According to ecotourism statistics it was seen from the eighties a
marked shift from mass tourism to ecotourism and more and more tourists
were seeking environmentally relevant holiday destinations. The prospects
for the ecotourism development are associated with the establishment of
the new visitor service objects in the protected areas and perfection of the
existing ones, as well as the extension and perfection of the research and
cognitive programs.

THE ROLE OF THE COURT IN MAKING THE APPLICATION
FOR REHABILITATION

The establishment of the rehabilitation regime in Georgia took place
as a result of the 2001 amendments to the 1996 Law on Bankruptcy Pro-
ceedings. This was followed by the “Insolvency Proceedings Act” of 2007. In
2021, a new law on “Rehabilitation and Collective satisfaction of Creditor’s
claims” was adopted and entered into force on April 1, which offers differ-
ent regulations on the conference theme compared to its predecessors.

We know that usually the court is actively involved in the civil proceed-
ings. In the field of insolvency, however, its powers are different and of
minor importance. The difference from civil law proceedings is due to the
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specificity of the field of insolvency. The difference arises from the drafting
of the application to its receipt by the court and Prior too the decision to
open the rehabilitation regime.

ON THE DEFINITION OF SOME OF THE TERMS GIVEN
IN THE CITIZENSHIP LAW

SUMMARY

Citizenship is one of the most important public law institutions. It is
also a human right that belongs to the category of fundamental rights. In
recent years, the intensification of migration processes in the world has
made citizenship issues even more relevant.

Despite a number of positive changes, there are still some inconsisten-
cies and shortcomings in the Organic Law on Citizenship of Georgia. This
also applies to the definition of certain concepts or terms in the law, some
of which we will now discuss.

The first paragraph of Article 3 of the Organic Law gives the concept of
citizenship, according to which Georgian citizenship is a legal connection
of a person with Georgia. Contrary to the notion that existed before 2014,
the reference to political union is removed here, which is quite correct, be-
cause legal also means political to some extent, because law in its essence
is the result of political will. However, a foreign citizen or stateless person
may also have a legal connection with the state. It is known that foreigners
residing in Georgia also enjoy certain rights established by the country’s
legislation, bear corresponding obligations and bear responsibility for vio-
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lations. Thus, it is necessary to clarify what kind of legal union is meant in
relation to a citizen and how it differs from a legal union with foreigners.

Article 2 of the same law provides an explanation of some of the terms
used in this law.

For example, according to subparagraph “c”, continuous residence in
Georgia is “a person residing in Georgia, if he did not leave the territory of
Georgia for a total of more than 90 days during the year (this period does
not include leaving the territory of Georgia for 2 years for study and treat-
ment). There is some inaccuracy here. As you can see, a one-year period of
time is used to establish the fact of permanent life. Thus, the content of
the text insert is not clear, in particular, how can a person leave Georgia for
two years in one year? Or why a business trip for more than 2 years is not
considered an honorable reason?

Article 2(f) defines an unknown parent and states that an unknown par-
ent is “a parent whose identity and/or nationality is unknown”. If the na-
tionality of the parents is unknown but the identity is known, why should
he or she be considered unknown? There are apatride (stateless), people
who do not have the citizenship of any country, but therefore are not con-
sidered strangers.

CONCLUSION

To avoid these problems, it is necessary to introduce some changes and
further improvement of national legislation. Especially:

Paragraph 1 of Article 3 of the Law, should preferably be formulated as
follows: “Citizenship of Georgia is a legal union of a person with the state
of Georgia, which fully generates the rights and obligations provided by law
for both parties.”

Remove the parentheses from Article 2 (c) and make a note that the
period of stay abroad for study or treatment is considered honorable.

The words: “and / or citizenship” shall be removed from Article 2 (f).

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STATE OF JUDICIAL REFORMS IN GEORGIA -
LESSONS LEARNED

Since the declaration of independence, Georgian judiciary underwent
a complex path of development. After 1991, Georgia has inherited a sovi-
et style of judiciary. The first judicial reform was conducted in 1998-1999
during which new procedural codes were adopted, judicial examinations
were held and the judges who did not pass judicial examinations were dis-
missed. This reform brought some new blood to judiciary. However, soon
after judicial system, plunged into corruption. Since Rose Revolution of
2003, Georgian judiciary underwent many positive changes such as erad-
ication of systemic corruption, creation of proper material bases for the
operation of the judiciary, increase of salaries of judges, formation of the
High School of Justice, refinement of legislative framework, implementa-
tion of jury trial after 2009 change of criminal procedure code. However, the
judiciary had very little political independent and was strictly controlled
by the executive. Became a mechanism for implementation of zero tol-
erance policy and repression against political opponents. Acquittal rates
were very low and prosecutorial requests were usually always granted by
the courts. As the result of the 2012 elections, a new ruling party - Geor-
gian Dream came to power. One of the main election promises of Georgian
Dream was the restoration of justice and creation of independent judicia-
ry. Four waves of legislative reforms were implemented in 2012-2019. The
legislative reforms gave the judges the power to elect their peers in High
Council of Justice, reopened trials for television and media, members of
parliament were removed from High Council of Justice, Disciplinary Proce-
dures were refined, new criteria and procedures for the selection of judges
were introduced in the law, power to select judges of the Supreme Court
were delegated from President of Georgia to High Council of Justice, life-
time appointment of judges was introduced. While judiciary attained some
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level of institutional independence from other branches of power, another
problem emerged inside the judiciary. Namely, the power was concentrated
among a small group of influential judges who have obtained support from
Georgian Dream as well as fellow judges by promising them reappoint-
ment. Judicial vacancies became hardly accessible for the outsiders. Due
to the shortage of judges the courts accumulated excessive workload and
cases are regularly delayed. Despite the fact that the judges are generally
perceived to be more independent than before 2012, the public at large
does not believe that judiciary acts independently on high profile cases or
cases with political sensitivity. Lack of trust towards judiciary became one
of the causes of political crisis in Georgia in 2020-2021, which resulted in
EU led mediation and adoption of political agreement between opposition
and government on April 19, 2021. The agreement envisages the assessment
of the results of the judicial reform, fundamental reform of High Council
of Justice and improvement of judicial selection/appointment procedures.
Thus, the political class in Georgia as well as international community is in
agreement that judiciary still needs a fundamental change.

Hemophilia is a severe congenital and incurable disease of the blood
that periodically requires antihemophilic flushes throughout life transfusion.

Hemophilia is affecting males who receive abnormal X chromosomes
from their mothers. Hemophilia is characterized by hematoma-type bleed-
ing. There are three forms of hemophilia — A, B and C. In hemophilia A -
blood clotting factor VIl is missed, in hemophilia B - factor IX missed, and
in hemophilia C - factor XI does not exist.

Tooth extraction, like any other surgery, is accompanied by bleeding
which, usually, starts a few minutes after the tooth is removed as the wound
stops forming blood clots. Heavy bleeding during tooth extraction is caused
by severe trauma to the large blood vessel and its damage. Sometimes the
adrenaline released for anesthesia initially narrows the wound arterioles,
then after 1-2 hours dilates the blood vessels and causes secondary bleed-
ing. Sometimes bleeding starts a few days after tooth extraction, which is
an indication of the wound infection.

The main method of treatment of hemophilic bleeding is deficiency
(replacement factor with factor VIII or 1X) in all the developed countries of
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the world including Georgia. Factor concentrates are widely used, so in case
of emergency it is possible to help the patient. We do not have such a prac-
tice because of obesity, however, in highly developed countries children
are given prophylactic infusions, which reduces the number and degree of
disability before the earthquake.

The strongest source of emissions of man-made substances into the
environment is industry, which is distinguished by its scale, variety and
abundance of exhaust gases and wastewater. One of the areas of practical
human activity is mining. In the process of extracting raw materials (espe-
cially using open pits) the environment is significantly damaged. Open-pit
mining is the most common method in Georgia. The use of this method
leads to the degradation of the fertile layer of the soil, the contamination
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of the soil, surface and groundwater, the degradation of places with bio-
diversity. Significantly reduces forest and other vegetation-covered lands,
dramatically disturbs the natural balance in the surface groundwater re-
gime, elements, geochemistry. In addition, the waste rocks brought to the
surface, the quarry itself and other types of disturbed lands become a hot-
bed of environmental pollution. For example, the surroundings of Chiatura
and Madneuli can be used.

According to the implemented research, it was revealed that the Kvirila
River and its tributaries are significantly polluted with heavy metals from
manganese beneficiation enterprises. Harmful substances get into the soil
as well as humans and animals. It is mainly polluted with manganese, iron
and lead, the highest pollution in the study area was shown by the samples
taken from the river Bogiristskali.

Pollutant emissions pose a threat to both humans and biodiversity. Its
harmful effects are reflected not only in the air, but also in our food. There
is a high concentration of manganese in the river, which is also harmful
to biodiversity. The river irrigates the lands and manganese is present in
the whole chain. First, substances that should not be naturally present in
fish and from fish enter the human body. It appears as a direct impact on
human health.

Manganese is a very aggressive metal, vegetables are watered with this
water, and manganese enters everywhere. In addition, it seeps into the
ground. This already creates such a problem as serious diseases, which
are similar to the so-called occupational diseases that miners have had for
years. These are respiratory and digestive system problems.

Bone utilization is a compulsory and important task for modern meat
recycling enterprises to deal with. One side of the relevance of the issue
is related to ecological problems caused by improper bone utilization (for
example, placement in landfills or special burials), and on the other side
there is well-known fact that animal bone in general, and cattle bone in
particular, contains lots of useful products. The substances obtained as a
result of bone recycling can be used in agro-industry, technology and even
in medicine for special purpose.

The precondition of the above-mentioned fact is determined by the
complex structural arrangement and composition of the bone or bone tis-
sue conditioned by its nature.

The complex and diverse structure of bone conditions the necessity of
its recycling, which ultimately ensures the receipt of multi-purpose sub-
stances and materials. It should be mentioned that the depth of bone re-
cycling technologies determines the quality as well as the diversity of the
final product, and hence the field of their application.

Based on current studies, targeted recycling can be done for bones
from all domestic animals, but special attention is paid to the cattle bone
recycling.

The choice of recycling method depends on the type of waste. The car-
tilaginous component of the chest, spine and other parts of cattle is used
in the semi-processed meat products industry.

The aim of cattle limb bone recycling is to obtain low-fat (up to 10% fat)
bone meal or low-fat bone ash.

The recycling of the rest of the bone type provides getting fat and the
using the wastes as combined food in poultry-farming and fish-breeding.
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Therefore, the type of bone and the depth of recycling determine the
value and diversity of uses of the final product.
