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The scientific potential of intraoral mobile photography in epidemiological
studies

The study aims to evaluate the diagnostic accuracy of intraoral mobile photography to assess
caries intensity (DMFT/deft), simplified oral hygiene index (S-OHI), and modified gingival
index (MGI).
Methods: Children aged 7-12 were included in the study. The clinical doctor evaluated the oral
health indicators by visual examination: DMFT, deft, S—-OHI, and MGI were calculated. Dental
students independently captured photos with a mobile phone (iPhone-11) in 8 predetermined
projections. Dental images were kept in coded folders for research anonymity. Another
professional calculated the index based on the photos. Variables were used with binary values
(DMFT/deft = 0/>1; MGI=0/>1; S-OHI<1.2/>1.2). Sensitivity, specificity, positive predictive
value (PPV), and negative predictive value (NPV) of dental photography were evaluated and
Cohen's Kappa was calculated to measure the level of agreement between two independent
observers.

Results: 2864 photographs were evaluated for 358 participants. The sensitivity and specificity
of intraoral mobile photography for DMFT index is 95.8 (95% CI: 93.4-98.3) and 89.2 (95%
Cl: 83-95.5); For deft index: 100.0 (95% CI: 100-100) and 88.6 (95% CI: 79.3-98); For MGI:
89.7 (95% CI: 85.8-93.5) and 91.4 (95% CI: 86.3-96.5); For S-OHI: 77.6 (95% CI: 67.6-87.6)
and 93.8 (95% ClI: 91-96.6); The PPV value for DMFT, deft, MGI and S-OHI is 96.2; 97.7;
95.6 and 74.3 and the NPV value is 88.3; 100.0; 80.9 and 94.8 respectively. It was achieved
substantial and perfect agreement between two independent raters: For DMFT, deft, MGl, S-
OHI indices Cohen’s Kappa =0.85; 0.93; 0.78; 0.70 respectively.

Conclusion: Intraoral mobile photography, if applied within appropriate guidelines is
reliable for assessing caries intensity, simplified hygiene index and modified gingival index as
well as visual screening and may become a priority for dental public health. The involvement
of dental students in studies of similar design is appropriate.

An objective assessment of the engineering-ameliorative condition of the soils of the agricultural
areas to be utilized and already utilized, determination of the effectiveness of implemented, to be
implemented and agro-improvement measures is determined.

The assessment criterion is the ability of the soil to provide the necessary productive water and air
content for plants in the pore space, minimally and within the maximum allowable humidity.

For evaluation, easy-to-determine indicators are used, which quantitatively reflect the content of
water and air in the soil.

The determination was made by
standard laboratory method using dissolved soil samples taken from the corresponding area. Other
features: n, W, Waos, Wasgs, Wae, W oo Wasgs. Calculations are made with simple dependencies.

The soil has satisfactory permeability (i.e., the ability to provide the water-air regime necessary for
plants) when the following limiting conditions are met: the maximum possible air content must be
greater than or equal to the minimum permissible air content, the productive water content must be
greater than zero, and the smallest water capacity must be equal to or less than the maximum permissible
of humidity.

Since water and air in soils are located in the porosity space, and the size of the porosity is directly
related to the volumetric mass, it is clear that the unfavorable content of air and water can be improved
by reducing the volumetric mass, that is, by loosening the soils.

By determining the optimal volumetric mass, which was achieved by calculations for volumetric
masses of different values, until all three threshold conditions are met, which guarantees the air and
water content necessary for plants in the case of appropriate loosening in the given soil.

The control of air and water content in the soil was carried out by means of humidity control and
taking into account the threshold conditions, on the basis of which the need, norms and duration of
irrigation are determined.

GEOSYSTEM SERVICES OF NATURAL RESOURCES IN PRUSZKOW,
MAZOVIA, CENTRAL POLAND

The fact that the areas surrounding the capital are not traditionally considered tourist
attractions (Szkup, Michalski, 2022) does not mean that nature-based and educational tourism
cannot develop there. According to studies (e.g., Albino et al., 2015; Budziewicz-Guzlecka,
2017; Bifulco, Tregua, 2018; Hajduk, 2020; Development Strategy, 2021), residents often
aspire to live in smart cities characterized by innovative solutions and opportunities. In such
cities, tourism, well-being, and geosystem services cater to increasingly sophisticated societal
needs. Wise management of natural resources by local governments, involving citizens and/or
supported by experts, can generate positive innovation impulses with the overarching goal of
sustainable economic development and high quality of life (e.g., Gorska-Zabielska, 2020;
Carrion-Mero et al., 2021; Hamoud et al., 2021; Farabollini et al., 2022).

In 2022, through social participation, a small facility was created, which Van Geert (2019)
describes as an ex-situ geological museum exhibition. This facility, a nature trail, was designed
for the residents of Pruszkow, located in the Warsaw (capital of Poland) metropolitan area, as
well as for anyone who appreciates the beauty of inanimate nature and seeks to preserve it in
its least disturbed state for future generations. This urban installation, featuring glacial-origin
objects, provides the following geosystem services (see Lima, Pereira, 2023): cognitive,
educational, pro-environmental, recreational, and aesthetic.

The Pruszkéw geopath integrates 12 Scandinavian erratic boulders accompanied by three
informational panels and a brochure. This setup serves educational, pro-environmental, and
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upbringing purposes in the spirit of geoethics for students from local schools. It meets the
cognitive needs of residents and tourists during summer nature walks through the city. This
modest collection of erratic rocks utilizes abiotic elements of nature for tourism purposes,
adhering to the principles of nature conservation. It helps illustrate geodiversity and, in the
context of Pruszkdw's geo-resources, explains geodiversity as a concept. The geopath also
plays an essential aesthetic and environmental role, functioning as a small pocket garden
(Jasprizza, 1999). Through the effective transfer of expert knowledge, it becomes a driver of
sustainable socio-economic development for the city.

The presentation will also address how the existing misalignment between the mission of
universities and the dynamically changing market for geosystem services, alongside the needs
of local residents in the Mazovian Voivodeship (Regional Innovation Strategy, 2021), can be
effectively resolved, using the example of a small lapidarium in Pruszkdow.

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Some Serological, Immunochemical and Biochemical properties of
antistaphylococcal polyclonar Immunoglobulin

In Antistaphylococal polyclonar Immunoglobulin, the specific activity of antibodies against bacteria
and it’s toxins (alpha-hemolysin, Pv-leukocidin, hyaluronidase), immunochemical and biochemical
characteristics of immunoglobulin F (ab)-fragments have been studied. Antistaphylococcal
immunoglobulin is obtained by hyperimmunization of animals (goats) with virulent (24 stains) and
conditionally pathogenic (6 stains) staphylococcus and their toxins. Diagnostic test systems (bacteria,
alpha-toxin, Pv-leukocidine, Hyaluronidase) were prepared and lyophilically dried to evaluate the titer
of antistaphylococcal antibody in blood serum and immunoglobulin solution. The mentioned procedure
was carried out with a passive (indirect) hemagglutination reaction. We determined the level of
antistaphylococcal antibodies in the normal and immune serum of the goat, as well as in
immunoglobulin, by the immunoenzymatic method (IFA). The result were registered on the
immunoenzymatic reader (Sunostic SPR-960 ).We used a reagent to conduct immunoenzymatic
analysis:Anti-goat IgG (H & L) in rabbit affinity purified, polysciences,Inc.exp 10.2022.

According to normal values 50-390 ng/me immunoenzyme analizis has been perforated based on
common ,,Sandwich -ELISA”’ in accordance with guidelines attached to the test -systems.To obtain a
fragment F ( ab) 2 from the antistaphylococcal polyclonar immunoglobulin preparation ,we used a
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special kit produced by Thermo Scientific ( USA) ( Pierce TM Fab Preparation kit, USA’”) which
contains all the components necessary to obtain a fragments of the antibody F ( ab) 2 and is a quick and
effective means of receaving and cleaning the said product.The cleaning process involved several
,stages : preparing a column of immobilized enzyme ( pepsin) ,then cutting the antibodies with an
enzyme and obtaining the desired F ( ab) 2 fragment and cleaning them. We determined the antibody
titer against a -toxin in the Lh (limes-haemolisis) reaction ,which amounted to 140-160 IU/ME,
antibacterial antibody .Titer range in immune serum and immunoglobulin passive hemagglutination
test-1:3200 -1 : 1280 ;Antileukocidin antibody titer 1:640 -1:1280 and hyaluronidase -1:160 1:320
, These indicators in normal serum varied between 1:10 -1:40 .The average data of normal ( control)
serum in the immune-enzymatic analysis against staphylococcal toxin amounted to 0,081;and the
positive index of immune serum and immunoglobulin in relation to the mentioned toxin -10,08;
Antibacterial antibody .positivity index 9.2517, PV-leukocidine positivity index-4.3968 and
hyaluronidase-0,9214 .The F( ab) 2 fragment was studied immunochemically and biochemically.We
evaluated the results by spectrophotometrically and by electrophoresis of proteins in acrylamide gel
(SDS -PAGE). We got a reliable result due to the effect of pepsin on the antibody pH-3,5 and 37-C
under conditions of 2 hours of exposure. Thermostability control was carried out by gel-electrophoresis
in acrylamide gel (SDS-PAGE), thus confirming the stability of immunoglobulin at 37-C for 30 days.

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Study of saliva crystallization types in healthy and thyroid dysfunction
population

The presence of normal salivary flow in and around the biofilm is critical to maintaining
good dental health. Individuals who have significantly reduced salivary levels are at high risk
for developing dental caries. Many qualitative and quantitative components of saliva have been
investigated regarding their effects on dental caries. Factors such as buffer capacity, flow rate,
fluoride level, secretory levels of immunoglobulin IgA antibodies, per- oxidase,
hypothiocyanite ions, and adhesins are associated with an increased risk of dental caries.  The
rate of salivation is affected by factors such as thyroid dysfunction, in particular
hypothyroidism.in the case of hyposalivation during thyroid gland dysfunction, the buffering
properties of saliva decrease at the expense of reducing the concentration of HCO3; The
concentration of calcium and phosphates decreases, which leads to a decrease in pH; Favorable
conditions are created for the growth of the number of lactobacilli. In individuals with
hyposalivation (< 0.16 mL/min), the rate of tooth surface demineralization is greater than with
normal salivary secretion or hypersalivation.

We examined 150 teenagers aged 20 years. We divided them into two groups. The main
group consisted of 90 teenagers with thyroid gland dysfunction with a high level of dental
caries intensity - 0.52+0.6. The control group included with 60 healthy patients, with a low
level of dental caries intensity - 0.02+0.01. We determined IgA in saliva.

We determined the content of secretory IgA in saliva and studied the crystallization of
saliva. As a result, we determined three types of microcrystallization, which we associated with
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the intensity of tooth caries. As a result of the research, a wide spread of dental caries was
revealed in adolescents suffering from thyroid gland dysfunction, which was reflected in the
types of saliva microcrystallization.

The data we received allowed us to make a summary:

Adolescents with thyroid dysfunction are characterized by higher levels of dental caries
intensity and relatively lower levels of saliva mineral potential than individuals with lower
levels of dental caries intensity.
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The Role of Vitamin D in the Regeneration of Inflammatory Diseases of the
Oral Cavity

Vitamin D is one of the most essential vitamins for human health, regulating the function of
more than 200 genes. Both children and adults are susceptible to vitamin D deficiency, which
manifests as excessive sweating, hair loss, dry skin, brittle nails, general weakness, bone and
joint disorders, depression, and various other symptoms.

Vitamin D deficiency poses challenges in the treatment of certain dental diseases, highlighting
the importance of this issue. Collaboration with endocrinologists and the development of
individualized and combined treatment and prevention strategies have become essential for
effective dental care.

Laboratory and epidemiological data demonstrate a link between vitamin D deficiency and an
increased incidence of dental caries, periodontitis, and osteomyelitis.

The well-established inclusion of vitamin D in dental treatment protocols is no longer novelty,
as it has been shown to accelerate bone tissue regeneration. In the postoperative period, vitamin
D supplementation promotes ossification and enhances patient recovery following
orthognathic surgery. Additionally, its positive role in the osseointegration of dental implants
has been confirmed.
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Notably, various effective treatment methods have been developed for the endodontic
management of chronic apical periodontitis. The findings of this study support the successful
incorporation of vitamin D as an essential component in bone regeneration within the
comprehensive treatment protocol for chronic apical periodontitis of infectious origin.
However, the available literature on the use of vitamin D in the complex treatment of chronic
periodontitis remains scarce, underscoring the relevance of this topic. Thus, the aim of this
study was to evaluate the clinical effectiveness of incorporating vitamin D into the
comprehensive treatment regimen for chronic periodontitis.

The research was conducted on 58 patients aged 25-45 years, who were divided into three
groups. Group | patients had vitamin D deficiency and received appropriate treatment with
medication. Group Il patients had vitamin D deficiency but did not receive treatment. Group
I11 consisted of healthy individuals without vitamin D deficiency.

Endodontic treatment was performed using the standard method with calcium hydroxide
preparations. Vitamin D correction was provided by an endocrinologist; cholecalciferol dosage
was administered individually to patients.

During treatment, serum vitamin D concentrations were monitored. The extent of tooth tissue
destruction was assessed using computed tomography, which provides an optimal balance of
minimal radiation exposure, rapid examination, and high image quality.

Based on the findings of this research, a recommendation was made regarding the incorporation
of vitamin D-containing preparations into the treatment regimen for chronic periodontitis.

Materials for Restoring Tooth Integrity and FDI Criteria in Relation to
Color

Nino Talakhadze, Thilisi Humanitarian University, IV-year, VII-semester

Before the use of polymeric materials in dentistry, the care of filling defects in teeth has gone
a long way. The history of the creation of polymeric materials began in the 1800s - in parallel
with the technology of rubber production. The key discovery was the use of natural rubber in
this direction. Polymeric materials consist of inorganic fillers, an organic matrix and silane
coupling components. The bright and beautiful smile of a modern person has become strongly
associated and dependent on fashion trends. Despite today's high achievements and
improvements, dental composite materials continue to develop. In particular, the inclusion of
smaller particles is increasing, the use of better bonding systems, and the refinement of
cementation-imprinting systems. Restoration with composite materials restores a tooth or part
of a tooth that is indistinguishable from natural teeth. It is important to consider FDI criteria
when determining the properties and quality of materials used for dental restorations. The
increased contact of patients of all ages with technologies has significantly changed the attitude
towards aesthetic indicators of color, which is clearly reflected in the demand for lighter-
colored restorations by patients. When determining demand, the number of patients who note
that they do not want very white teeth (i.e. bleach) has increased, although in practice they
prefer light-colored teeth of Al B1 tone. It should be noted that after the Covid pandemic,
changes in taste have become more noticeable. Based on the above, we considered it
appropriate to conduct a more rational study.
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Adhesive system

For the improvement of tooth tissue restoration, bonding is still an important strategy of modern
dental work. Firm fixation of composite materials to tooth tissues and maintaining tissue vital
indicators still does not lose its relevance. “Adhesion” means the fixation of the restoration
material to the tooth tissue. Adhesive or adhesive system is a combination of substances -
primer, bond, bonding agent and substances that prepare the surface, namely acid and
conditioner.

It impregnates the treated enamel and dentin structures and creates a hybrid layer in it. In
particular, it provides a connection between the hydrophobic composite material and the
enamel-dentin.

The first generation of bond was created in 1956, however, its development proceeded step by
step, and in 2011 a new generation of Universal Adhesives was created, the performance
capabilities of which are much more complete. It can be said that work in this direction does
not stop and the creation of new fixation systems is still on the agenda.

These challenges encompass critical and contentious issues such as security, privacy, liabil-
ity, and enforcement. Moreover, the situation is exacerbated by outdated international air
law provisions that fail to account for the distinctive features and advanced capabilities of
UAVs. Compounding these challenges is the stagnant pace of legislative development, hin-
dered by the unpredictable trajectory of technological innovation.

This paper examines the challenges associated with the legal regulation of un-
manned aerial vehicles (UAVs) within the framework of existing international air law. The
main section focuses on critical issues such as the definition and classification of UAVs,
providing a foundation for understanding their unique characteristics. The concluding sec-
tion analyzes international standards governing UAV operations, highlighting regulatory
gaps and inefficiencies. The paper concludes with a summary of the findings and proposes
solutions to address these shortcomings, aiming to create a more effective international
legal framework for UAV regulation.
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Legal Aspects of Citizenship Requirements for High Political Office in the
Fundamental Provisions of Various State Constitutions

Manana Khvedelidze, Doctor of Law
Affiliated Professor, Thilisi Humanitarian Teaching University

This scholarly paper aims to examine the legal aspects of citizenship requirements for high
political office as outlined in the constitutional provisions of over twenty states. By analyzing
constitutions adopted between the 18th and 20th centuries, we can assess how the political
context of the time influenced the constitutional norms regulating the citizenship requirements,
other necessary qualifications, and obligations for high-ranking political officials, while also
considering the ethnic and national characteristics of different countries.

The issue gained particular relevance following the adoption of the “Law on Transparency of
Foreign Influence” by the legislative body ahead of the parliamentary elections. This legislative
act revealed significant conflicts among high-ranking political figures, leading to heightened
political tensions among opposition parties, non-governmental organizations, and their allies.
The ensuing events, characterized by various premeditated destabilization tactics, posed a
threat to state authority. Additionally, representatives of international organizations and
Georgia’s strategic partner countries repeatedly violated one of the fundamental principles of
international law—non-interference in a country’s domestic affairs.

Given the importance of Georgia’s legal development and the principle of professional
responsibility, this study examines how the constitutional norm defining the citizenship
requirement for the presidency has evolved in Georgia’s fundamental law since the late 20th
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century. It also explores whether these constitutional changes were directly linked to the
nomination process of high political officeholders at the time of their enactment.

In our view, such a legal analysis is essential both during the adoption of Georgia’s Constitution
and in the process of its amendments. This approach helps mitigate potential risks to national
security, political stability, and the country’s development prospects.

Conference participants will engage in discussions based on this analysis, drawing comparisons
between different constitutional frameworks regarding citizenship requirements,
qualifications, and obligations for high political officeholders. The conclusions will present
proposals for establishing comprehensive legal norms tailored to Georgia’s national, territorial,
legal, political, and religious interests.

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The role of the court in the process of implementing the right to inheritance

Lela Nadibaidze, Thilisi Humanitarian University,
Doctor of Law, Professor

The right to property and inheritance is recognized and guaranteed by Article 19 of the
Constitution of Georgia, in relation to which, within the framework of the topic under
discussion, it is worth noting the right of every person to apply to the court for the protection
of his rights, defined in Article 31. It is precisely regarding the latter that we will talk about
within the framework of this conference and we will try to show the participants from a
pragmatic perspective what role the court has in the process of implementing the right to
inheritance, in particular, on controversial or undisputed issues arising in connection with the
right to inheritance, and to differentiate it as a legally binding mechanism and a procedural
possibility.

Inheritance-legal relations are characterized by a complex legal nature and at the same time by
the complexity of the processes related to their implementation, which is due to the specificity
of these relations. Specifically, by the fact that at the time of its origin, the person whose
property is transferred to his heirs by will or intestate on the basis of law is no longer alive, as
well as by the fact that the legislation regarding the implementation of this right is distinguished
by imperative requirements, the non-observance of which in some cases is directly related to
the loss of the right to inheritance in a passive form, and its restoration depends entirely on the
court's decision to recognize or attribute to a person the right of ownership of the inherited
property left on the basis of inheritance.

It should also be said that the protection of the right to inheritance and legal interests through
the court is carried out not only in the event of a dispute, but also in undisputed cases provided
for by law, and when discussing this, we will also talk about the disputes arising in connection
with this right, among which disputes regarding the terms of exercising the right to inheritance
are frequent, and we will talk about the role and importance of the court in this regard, including
material and procedural issues. For example, the right of the court to extend the period
established for receiving the inheritance or to refuse the heir to restore it, and thus the latter
loses the right to inheritance, we will also talk about the terms within which the heir can both
recognize this right and accept the inheritance, as well as refuse it, etc. , in relation to which it
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IS necessary to note the approach of the law regarding the recognition of this right without a
court, even if the heir does not apply to the appropriate body within the established period
regarding the receipt of the inheritance. This applies both to the case of expression of will by
other heirs, and to the establishment of the fact of possession of the inherited property. A certain
place will be devoted to the discussion of the legal mechanisms for the exercise of the right of
ownership by an incapacitated person, a person with limited legal capacity, and a person
receiving support, including the receipt and refusal of the inheritance through a representative.
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International and Domestic Legal Regulation of International Shipping

la Kharazi, Affiliate Professor at the Sokhumi State University, Invited Professor at David
Aghmashenebeli University of Georgia and Akaki Tsereteli State University of Kutaisi

In the 21st century, the era of technological development, it is very difficult and almost
inconceivable to imagine a world without the regulation of international cargo transportation.
Each state that wishes to be part of the civilized, democratic world adheres to internationally
established norms and standards for transportation, which serve as the foundation for the
country's internal development and subsequently for its success on the international stage.
Recently, it has become even more evident that international shipping is a profit-driven
business for the state, which has become highly competitive over the past two decades.

A significant role in international shipping is played by the basic terms for the supply of goods
developed by the International Chamber of Commerce (Incoterms), based on which the
obligations of the parties in a sale and purchase contract are determined at various stages of the
goods' movement (from the supplier's warehouse to the buyer's warehouse). These terms also
outline the allocation of transport and other related costs, the moment of risk transfer, and the
responsibility for the destruction or damage of goods during transport.

It should be noted that "although Incoterms have been clarified and revised several times, in
practice there are still cases of misunderstanding of Incoterms terms. Misunderstandings often
occur when Incoterms are incorrectly linked to sale-purchase contracts rather than to shipping
contracts. It is mistakenly believed that Incoterms terms should cover all matters related to the
sale contract, and that Incoterms terms are considered part of the shipping contract. While the
purpose of Incoterms is to ensure the performance of the sale and purchase contract, it does not
cover a range of issues related to the execution of that contract. Moreover, Incoterms does not
address issues related to breach of contract or the release of liability for such breaches.
Regarding Incoterms, it can be argued that Incoterms rules do not concern the transfer of
ownership rights to goods, and the unified procedures for these processes have not been
developed even under the UN "Convention on International Sales of Goods." Also, Incoterms
do not address issues related to breaches of contract, which would be linked to legal
consequences of non-performance of obligations, etc."

In scientific literature, shipping is often associated with trade transactions, and vice versa.
Specifically, for a state's economic growth, it is essential for the country to actively engage in
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export and import activities, with a regulated and well-functioning trade system and basic terms
of movement/supply.

Clearly, the existence of an organized and legally sound shipping system is of utmost
importance because, without it, a state not only suffers domestically (in economic terms) but
also directly affects its competitiveness in the global trade sphere. It is equally clear that the
improvement of these processes fully supports the state in overcoming customs and other
procedural obstacles in the process of international shipping.
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Submission of a Rehabilitation Plan and Its Legal Consequences

Meri Ketiladze - Doctor of Law, Lecturer, School of Law,

The Law on Rehabilitation and Collective Satisfaction of Creditors, among many other
innovations, provides a new regulation for the submission of a rehabilitation plan.

The purpose of the rehabilitation regime is the approval of the rehabilitation plan.

Therefor, in order to implement the rehabilitation, it is necessary to have an appropriate
plan, which should include all the issues, the solution of which ensures the elimination of the
debtor’s financial problems.

The work is based on an analysis of the current and previous law. It discusses the circle of
persons authorized to prepare a rehabilitation plan, the equality of interests of the parties, the
approval of a draft of rehabilitation plan by creditors, voting on the rehabilitation plan, its legal
consequences, etc.
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Some opinions on the issue of freedom

Archil Loria, Doctor of Law,
Professor at Thilisi Humanitarian Teaching University

In general, the Constitution is the basic law of the country and directly expresses the
government's attitude to democratic principles. Although legislation should be systematically
improved and developed in terms of recognizing humane ideas, the situation is somewhat
different with the Constitution. In particular, the Basic Law, which defines the vital and
fundamental provisions of the country, should be relatively strong in order to ensure the
stability of public life and the dynamism of democratic development. Unfortunately, the
Constitution of Georgia is not particularly strong and has undergone a number of changes in a
relatively short period of time since its adoption. The last significant changes were made at the
end of 2018. The changes also affected the second chapter, which reflects human rights.

I will now dwell on the issue of personal freedom. Article 18, paragraph 1 of the pre-2018
version of the Constitution of Georgia stated that human freedom is inviolable, which was
incorrect, since the remaining paragraphs of the same article were devoted to the possibilities
and conditions for restricting freedom. The legislator shared my earlier remarks on this issue
and the current version of Article 13, paragraph 1 stated that human freedom is protected, and
the reference to inviolability was removed, thus correcting the existing inaccuracy.
Unfortunately, a certain problem still remains with the issue of freedom. The fact is that before
the amendments, Article 14 of the text quite rightly recognized that all people are born free and
equal before the law. Of course, freedom is one of the essential and defining properties of
human nature. Taking into account the above, | would express the opinion that the existence of
such a form of responsibility as life imprisonment is incompatible with such a reservation, since
it actually means a denial of humanity, which the government has no right to do. It is
disappointing that the current version of the Constitution no longer refers to freedom as an
inalienable, natural right, which to a certain extent will hinder the development of legislation
in a democratic manner.

To overcome the problem under discussion, it is desirable to restore the entry in the text of the
Constitution of Georgia that all people are born free. And based on this hint, life imprisonment
should be abolished. Such an approach will make the country's legislation more humane and
will contribute to better protection of human rights, which should be the main task of a
democratic state.

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Homeowners' associations. Practical and legislative problems (Georgian-
German study)

The paper addresses the housing law relations, specifically the homeowners' associations
(HOA) and related theoretical and practical problems.

The homeowners' associations, the foundation of which was laid mainly by the results of
privatization, represent a certain novelty. An attempt of its legal regulation was initially made
by Articles 208-2032 of the Civil Code (Chapter four (1V) of the Law of Georgia: "Ownership
of apartment in an apartment building”). However, the practice showed that these norms were
not enough. Accordingly, it became necessary to adopt a new, special law, which would
regulate the existing legal relations related to the homeowners' association in more detail.
Therefore, in 2007, the Law of Georgia on Homeowners' Association was adopted and the
specified norms of the Civil Code of Georgia were repealed.

The paper discusses the issues related to: the status of the homeowners' association as a legal
entity and user; the types of property owned, property management methods and rules; HOA’s
name and registration rules; also, the rules for formalizing the decisions made at the general
meeting of the association; the rights and duties of the Chairman of HOA, his/her
responsibilities, etc.; the legal shortcomings of the regulatory norms of the specified issues and,
based on them, the negative results reflected in practice are discussed in detail, which are often
the basis for disputes and the subject of judicial proceedings.

Discussion and analysis of all the above-mentioned issues is provided in the paper by the
method of comparative research, based on German legislation and judicial experience. The
Law of Federal Republic of Germany (FRG) on Homeowners' Association, which was adopted
in its established form in 1951 and since then has been amended many times taking into account
the analysis of practice, is discussed.

In order to better regulate the problematic issues, the paper provides the recommendations on
the expediency of legislative changes, which will significantly reduce the number of disputes
in court practice, moreover, the rights and duties of members of the homeowners' association
will be better protected.

The recognition of judgments in civil and commercial matters (EU law)

Andreea Tabacu, PhD Assistant Professor, Faculty of Economic Sciences and Law,
UNST “POLITEHNICA”, Bucharest, Romania

One of the forms of judicial cooperation between the member states of the European Union
is the recognition and execution of judgments rendered in other states, regulated by Regulation
2012/1215 of the European Parliament and of the Council, which, beyond the directives it
imposes, leaves to the discretion of the member states the regulation of the procedures and the
competent courts involved in such recognition procedures.

Only the reasons for refusal are imposed by the regulation, otherwise, no special conditions
are imposed, and no proof of reciprocity is required. Here, the member states, even if they must
apply the autonomous meaning of the terms used and the rules of the regulation, refer in their
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jurisprudence to the meaning given to them in domestic law or to the conditions imposed by
domestic law, which can lead to the incorrect application of the European norm.

The first constitution in
Georgia had not recognized this institution, but later in the constitution adopted in 24 August,
1995 its place and role were determined, which was followed the creation of constitutional
court in 1996. The constitutional court of Georgia is the juridical authority of constitutional
control, which has a great importance in the forms of ensuring the fulfilling requirements of
constitutional norms, the separation of power and its implementation which are established
within the framework of constitution, the protection of human rights and main freedom which
are recognized and guaranteed under the constitution, and the strengthening of the stability of
state.

There exists opinion that constitutional control, according to its status and functions, stands
over the legislative bodies. | absolutely agree this opinion, despite those fact that there exist
several state agencies who has the authority the reviewing laws and by-laws in compliance
with constitutions, but none of them carries such a great state goal as the constitutional court
have.

The interpretation of constitutions is a constant walk on the edge between politics and law,
because it is very difficult taking one side or another. Despite those facts that the role of law is
very important in the process of defining constitutional norms, the interpreter cannot escape
the strongly invaded political aspects, which makes the process of determining the objective
meaning of the norms very difficult.

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Refusal to Request a Preliminary Ruling and the Right to a Fair Trial:
Automatic Violation or Contextual Assessment?

In recent years, the question of whether national courts' refusals to request preliminary
rulings violate the right to a fair trial has gained increasing relevance. As EU law becomes
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more complex and integrated, ensuring judicial dialogue between national courts and the CJEU
is more critical than ever, particularly in safeguarding individuals' legal protections.

The European Court of Human Rights (ECtHR) has repeatedly examined whether a national
court’s refusal to request a preliminary ruling under Article 267 TFEU violates the right to a
fair trial under Article 6 of the European Convention on Human Rights (ECHR). A key
question arises: should the mere absence of justification for such a refusal automatically
constitute a violation, or should the court assess the severity of the impact on the applicant’s
rights?

EU law distinguishes between the discretion and obligation of national courts to refer
questions to the Court of Justice of the European Union (CJEU). Last-instance courts are
generally required to refer unless an exception applies (acte clair or acte éclairé). The ECtHR
has ruled in cases such as Ullens de Schooten v. Belgium (2011) and Dhahbi v. Italy (2014)
that failing to justify a refusal to refer can breach Article 6 ECHR. The reasoning is that without
justification, a litigant cannot verify whether their case was fairly considered.

However, a stricter approach to automatic violations may overlook the actual impact on the
applicant’s rights. In Schipani v. Italy (2015), the ECtHR acknowledged that the absence of
justification is problematic but suggested that the context should matter. If the refusal had no
substantive impact—such as when the national court’s interpretation aligned with CJEU case
law—the violation might be less severe or even absent.

This leads to a fundamental tension: should the right to a fair trial be procedural, ensuring
that courts provide justifications regardless of the outcome, or substantive, focusing on whether
the lack of referral deprived the applicant of meaningful legal protection? A strict procedural
approach strengthens judicial accountability but risks formalism, while a substantive approach
allows flexibility but could weaken enforcement.

In this article, these issues will be examined by analyzing ECtHR case law, the interplay
between EU and ECHR legal frameworks, and the implications of different interpretative
approaches for judicial accountability and individual rights.

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The role of management accounting in making management decisions

The aim of the article is to examine the features and main aspects of managerial accounting.
The article discusses the distinguishing features between financial and management
accounting. Management accounting has its own purpose, subject, objects, objectives and
principles, which distinguish it from financial accounting. The ultimate goal of management
accounting is to help managers make the right decisions.

There are conflicting views on the nature of management accounting. Our goal is to analyze
the different opinions and formulate our own views and conclusions.

The term "management accounting has been used in the world since the second half of the
20th century, and in Georgia since approximately the 1980s. At the beginning of the twentieth
century, the foundation was laid for standard costs, in the form of direct cost systems, the
introduction of which in the activities of enterprises began in the 50s and brought the first
results (accounting for activities, responsibility centers, etc.). At the same time, it is necessary
to take into account the economic realities of that time in specific countries. Management
accounting is an essential tool for managing an organization. Increased competition has led to
the fact that the main goal of most owners was not to maximize profits, but to maximize capital
expenditures. The opinion of scientists regarding management accounting is still controversial
and is divided into several groups.

There are the following requirements for information intended for management accounting:
information must be: operational (timely), targeted (aimed at specific tasks), focused (on a
specific user), sufficient (for making decisions), economical (in terms of costs), flexible (in
accordance with changes in the business). These requirements for information are regulated by
management accounting: authenticity (reliability); completeness; relevance; integrity;
understandability; timeliness; Management accounting prepares information for decision-
making by managers in production. Its main tasks are: cost accounting, calculation, budgeting
and forecasting; Building a management accounting system is characterized by many
difficulties: replacement of management accounting with accounting; constantly changing
requirements for information; lack of standardization and metrological base; refusal of
employees to process information and documentation; their fear of innovations;
Methodological difficulties, lack of appropriate methodologies and practical developments;
improper organization of management, etc.;

A management accounting specialist should know:

% Information about expenses and revenues;

The basis for making appropriate calculations and estimates;
How the information is presented;

% Who receives the information.

Management accounting also prepares information about various decisions, which may
relate to past periods or future forecasts and for which quantitative data are used. The main
object of management accounting is costs. Costs are one of the main elements for the
implementation of the activities of any enterprise and organization. It is impossible to carry
out entrepreneurial and service activities without incurring the necessary costs. Accordingly,
it is impossible to receive income and profit without costs. Costs (i.e. expenses) are the cost of
various types of resources consumed in the production of products and provision of services
in order to receive income and profit in the future. Enterprise owners are interested not only in
the acquisition of resources, but also in how efficiently they are used in the production process.
It is necessary to determine exactly for what purpose the costs are incurred. According to
accounting standards, expenses are a decrease in the economic benefits of an enterprise during
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the reporting period due to the disposal of assets or the increase in liabilities, which is reflected
in a decrease in the enterprise’s equity that is not related to the distribution of capital to owners.

Management accounting problems can be solved by implementing the following
approaches:

% By implementing business processes in management accounting,

% Correct informatization of management accounting;

Enterprises always operate under certain risks. Therefore, risks cannot be avoided, but in
order to mitigate them, they must be managed and controlled.

The Role of Mineral Waters in the Sustainable Development of Tourism and
Hospitality

Mass tourism is characterized by a sharp seasonal peak, which leads to the existence of
seasonal jobs and, due to many negative circumstances, causes environmental stress and
overcrowding. For a sustainable development of the tourism industry, the tourism sector should
be taken care of the number of tourists visiting the country in the offseason period.

Instead of attracting foreign currency in seasonal peak from mass tourism which carries
many negative externalities by straining the environment and creating congestion countries
have to develop resorts — they have not seasons. Seasonal pattern also negatively affects the
hospitality industry by reducing incentives to invest in physical capital and skills (which remain
idle or underemployed for 10 out of 12 months).

One of traditional directions of tourism is organization of SPA rest in patient care
institutions existing on the basis of mineral waters. From this point of view, all resorts are
important, but we have to pay attention to some of them. The criterion of this choice is a more
well-ordered general or resort infrastructure in comparison with other resorts, and, hence,
comparatively high standards of the service offered here.

We should highlight mineral waters as one of the primary and promising directions for
sustainable tourism development. From ancient times the people used natural resources to
improve their health and for curative purposes.

The article reviews mineral water resources and provides examples of the most successful
resorts. Based on a comparative analysis of data from recent and previous years, the hospitality
sector should not be concerned about the large number of international arrivals, but rather the
number of vacationers in the off-season.

Mindfulness is a soft skill that is a powerful tool
for improving focus, reducing stress, and enhancing well-being, all of which are essential for
effective learning. This paper explores benefits and techniques of mindfulness in English
language learning.

The purpose of the paper is to make language learners aware of mindfulness as a way to
boost their language outcomes. Moreover, highlighting mindfulness in EFL classroom is one
way of fulfilling the CEFR’s vision to make language learning more purposeful.

Different studies have shown the benefits of mindfulness when learning a language are:

Improving focus and attention: Mindfulness practices can be especially helpful for lan-
guage learners who may struggle with attention and concentration.

Boosting academic performance: Dealing with one task at a time and being present feeling
the moment really helps!

Reducing stress and anxiety: Learning can be a stressful thing to do, and mindfulness can
be an effective tool for managing that stress. When feeling overwhelmed or anxious, taking a
few minutes to practice mindfulness can help bring a sense of calmness and reduce anxiety.

Enhancing emotional regulation: Mindfulness can help students regulate their emotions
and respond more skillfully to challenging situations.

Increasing engagement and motivation: When students are mindful, they are more pre-
sent in the moment, which can increase their engagement and intrinsic motivation to learn.

There are different techniques to practice mindfulness:

e Do one task at a time — single-tasking is a core technique to practice mindfulness
that helps to concentrate on a single task at a time and thus, ensure the result.

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e Be open, socialize — discussing and sharing your thoughts, strengths or weaknesses
with friends or even a teacher can help much.

In conclusion, once it can be assumed that mindfulness positively affects language students’
output, namely, it helps reduce language anxiety, boosts participation, and has a positive impact
on motivation and self-efficacy, the mentioned techniques seem valuable to experience the
expected benefits.

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Endangered Languages and Artificial Intelligence

Sociolinguists argue that language death results in considerable cultural, personal, and
ecological losses. Factors such as socio-cultural and socio-political dynamics worsen language
erosion, leading to replacement by more dominant languages. This raises the question: what
are the sociocognitive principles that make language death both painful and symbolic? This
article explores a sociocognitive perspective on language death, integrating Halliday's view of
language as a "social-semiotic" system with Cognitive Linguistics (Halliday, 1978).
Additionally, it highlights language's intrinsic connection to culture, influenced by Bourdieu's
sociological theories (Bourdieu, 1991). Language death is seen as a source of psychological
trauma, symbolizing the destruction of cultural heritage and the loss of knowledge essential to
personal identity. The article uses the Maori language and culture in New Zealand as a case
study, examining the impact of colonialism and marginalization alongside efforts to ensure the
survival of the Maori language. It emphasizes the importance of the Maori language as a
respected knowledge system and means of expression, especially in the age of artificial
intelligence (Al) and the internet. The analysis offers practical insights for language
preservation and revitalization, advocating for a socio-cognitive and socio-technical approach.
Finally, the article discusses leveraging Al technologies to support language heritage, archival,
and preservation efforts to mitigate the detrimental effects of language extinction.

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Linguistic Determinism

Linguistic determinism is the concept that language and its structures limit and determine
human knowledge or thought, as well as thought processes such as categorization, memory,
and perception. The term implies that people’s native languages will affect their thought process
and therefore people will have different thought processes based on their mother tongues.
Linguistic determinism is the strong form of linguistic relativity (popularly known as the Sapir—
Whorf hypothesis), which argues that individuals experience the world based on the structure
of the language they habitually use.

Since the 20th century, linguistic determinism has largely been discredited by studies and
abandoned within linguistics, cognitive science, and related fields. The Sapir-Whorf hypothesis
branches out into two theories: linguistic determinism and linguistic relativity. Linguistic
determinism is viewed as the stronger form — because language is viewed as a complete barrier,
a person is stuck with the perspective that the language enforces — while linguistic relativity is
perceived as a weaker form of the theory because language is discussed as a lens through which
life can be focused, but the lens can be changed, and perspectives can be changed along with
it. The term "Sapir—-Whorf hypothesis" is considered a misnomer by linguists and academics,
because Edward Sapir and Benjamin Lee Whorf never co-authored any works and never stated
their ideas in terms of a hypothesis.

The distinction between a weak and a strong version of this hypothesis is also a later
invention; Sapir and Whorf never set up such a dichotomy, although often in their writings
their views are expressed in stronger or weaker terms. The two linguists were nevertheless
among the first to formulate the principle of linguistic relativity. While Sapir exercised the idea
that language is essential to understanding one's worldview and that difference in language
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implies a difference in social reality, he never directly explored how language affects thought,
although significant traces of the linguistic relativity principle underlie his perception of
language. Whorf explored Sapir's concept further and reformulated Sapir's thought in his essay
"Science and Linguistics”. In Whorf's more radical view, the relationship between language
and culture played a crucial role in the perception of reality. in research among Guugu-
Yimidhirr, Hopi, and Piranha speakers.

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Georgian Youth’s Level of Emotional Intelligence and Its Predictive Influence
on Intrinsic Motivation

People are driven to exert effort to achieve goals, regardless of the environmental nature of
those goals. Motivation also helps them to carry out this behaviour. Motivation is how behavior
begins, what motivates and aspires a person to perform that behaviour. Internal and external
motivators, the so-called drivers, inspire a person to achieve a goal. Psychologists give a
general definition of motivation as a set of processes that motivate, direct and maintain human
behavior to achieve a certain goal. There are many theories of motivation, but the most relevant
to this study is Locke's goal-setting theory, which states that motivation and performance are
higher when individuals set specific, difficult, yet achievable, and time-bound goals. According
to Locke, goals should be set at a difficult but realistic level. Difficult goals lead to more
effective performance, because they are completely motivated by the content of the goal, the
attitude of the person towards this goal. Emotional intelligence as a skill is one of the main
variables in existing research. Emotional intelligence is considered in existing research as a
skill that defines and explains human attitude in different dimensions. In this paper, the
researcher explores the relationship between Mayer and Salovey's conceptualization of
emotional intelligence and Locke's conceptualization of motivation.

Emotional intelligence, also known as emotional quotient (EQ), is the ability to recognize,
understand, and manage one's own emotions, as well as the emotions of others. It is an
important component of leadership in the 21st century because it enables leaders to navigate
complex relationships and make well-informed decisions. Solman describes an individual with
high 1Q as being goal oriented. This implies that a person will have personal and interpersonal
emotional competencies and use them to manage emotions and achieve specific goals. In
relation to the conceptualization of emotional intelligence and motivation, the research
revealed the attitudes of Georgian youth (18 to 22 years old) and the correlation between
emotional intelligence and motivation. The study investigated the level of emotional
intelligence of Georgian youth and its influence on their motivation (intrinsic motivation) to
determine future goals and sources of motivational inspiration to fulfill these goals.

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The events of March 9, 1956
(Guram Shataiz's "March 9"; Simon Chikovani's "March 9, 1956"; Guram Rcheulishvili's
"Children! Bokhi! With a velvety voice...")

The relevance of the present topic is determined by the necessity of a systematic revision
of the Soviet past, the presentation of traumatic memory, which is mentioned in the
colonial/post-colonial Georgian literary discourse; The topic of cultural/collective traumas was
tabooed by ideological censorship; Only later, after the collapse of the USSR, in the post-
colonial period, fiction texts saturated with traumatic memory began to be published, which
clearly reflected the harsh reality of the Bolshevik totalitarian regime and its deplorable
consequences.

In the mentioned work, attention is focused on the events of March 9, 1956, which remain
a controversial issue in Georgian historiography, because the content and demands of the
protest action were ambivalent in nature. Despite the differences of opinion, everyone agrees
on the fact that this was the first anti-Soviet political action in the territory of the USSR. On
the one hand, those speaking at the rallies, offended by Nikita Khrushchev's report on the "cult
of personality” at the 20th Congress of the Communist Party of the Soviet Union, glorified
Stalin, and on the other hand, they distanced themselves from the USSR and demanded national
independence.

The literary reflection of the tragic events of March 9, 1956 is Nugzar Shataidze's story
"March 9", which is probably autobiographical. In the very first paragraph, the narrator informs
us that he has to tell us a dramatic story, which does not let him rest even after forty-three years.
In the story, the course of the rally seen from the eyes of a school student is narrated, and in
the final episode of the story, the raid of the rally is shown; When the protestors are told to
shoot, the enraged boy is forced into the hall by a stranger. There, on the floor, someone is
lying wounded and moaning. The boy recognizes in her the girl who used to choose the
pioneers in the honor guard. Even now, he can see the sign of the Communist Party - a symbol
of the violent regime, whose worship cost him his life. In Nugzar Shataidze's story, the events
of March 9 are "seen" through the eyes of a little boy; Thus, the activity of schoolchildren is
brought to the fore; Their naive, unaware attitude towards Stalin and the created situation in
general.

Here we would like to draw attention to Simon Chikovani's poem "March 9, 1956",
which was dedicated to the events of March 9, 1956. In this poem, Simon Chikovani's heartache
is presented with amazing tragedy because he could not protect the young generation from the
Soviet regime.

True, the bloody episodes of 1956 are not conveyed in Guram Rcheulishvili's novel
"Children! boo! With a velvet voice..", but still the echo of the events of 1956 is clearly visible.
The atmosphere of those years is clearly presented in the poem. The story takes place in the
classroom of first graders; By order of the leaders of the Soviet education system, as soon as
they entered the school, they talked to the children about the greatness of socialism and the
"merits” of the communists.

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Teaching Nouns with Suffix "- 056" for Georgian Language Learners

In the era of modern globalization, communication and intercultural dialogue play a more
important role than ever. In the process of learning and teaching a foreign language, the
majority of specialists prefer the communicative approach, it is considered one of the most
popular approaches in the modern world. One of its principles is that grammar should be taught
in context, and not as a system.

Systematically teaching grammar (providing it in the form of rules) may, in addition to
demotivate learners, lead to ineffective use of the language. In this context we want to discuss
the issue of teaching nouns with suffixes - to non-Georgian-speaking learners. However, we
would like to briefly touch on the errors associated with the use of the suffixes "-256 (-s6)".

When using nouns with suffixes, students make mistakes, some of which are related to
transfer, direct translation of grammatical constructions of the native language. A clear
example of this is the mistakes made by learners with nouns + suffixes. To avoid such mistakes,
it is better to use communicative approach strategy.

“A second/foreign language learner uses the skills acquired in writing in the native language,
that is, the knowledge and experience that he already automatically possesses” (K.
Gochitashvili, 2021). This also happens in oral speech. For example, Azerbaijani students use
the infinitive (¢ixishq) sign "-dan, - don™ when comparing two objects, to convey the place,
time, circumstances of the situation, and in indirect speech.

To avoid such errors, if we use communicative approach strategies, it is better to:

o Offer a text/context where — suffix "- msb" is used, for school-age students we can
read the fairy tale "The Flea and the Ant".

e With adults, it would be desirable to find an age-appropriate text. At the level of
detailed understanding of the text, we should practice grammar, in particular, the correct
use of suffix "- osb";

e Initially, let them discover the rule themselves.

Therefore, teachers prefer a communicative approach, one of the principles of which is a
positive attitude of the teacher and the student towards mistakes. Indeed, in oral speech,
constant correction of mistakes can hinder communication, discourage the learner and lose
motivation.
